BIRDING NEWS - Part of the Axarquia Bird Group - http://birdingaxarquia.blogspot.com

After all these years of trying to see regular sightings of that most glamorous of summer visitors,
the Golden Oriole (previously the odd distant sighting in seven years), this month has really
turned up trumps. A three-day visit to Extradamura at the end of April set the proverbial ball in
motion with lots of birds about, only to be identified by their song and calls. Every Saturday in
May has seen me in the mountains to the north of Comares whilst Jenny visited her
acupuncturist and, whilst she was literally pinned up and down the body, [ was able to watch
those lovely golden birds with their black wings and red bills (see photographs).

At first it was a question of listening to the song and trying
to find the individual birds but, gradually, | began to see
more and more distant movements. Given that the bird is so
vividly coloured and the size of a Starling, you would expect
the opposite. However, for most of the day they are to be
found in the canopies of deciduous trees, mainly Eucalyptus,
where they completely blend into the pale green and yellow
foliage. Anyway, after three weeks of only fleeting sightings,
today I took the camera with the hope that I might, just
might get a lucky shot as the birds moved from tree to tree. (The birds feed mainly on berries
and insects.)

Today was the best day yet; lots of views of birds and more exposed than before. My photos
were taken at a distance of at least 100 metres so, given the way the birds shelter in the canopy,
[ felt I was lucky to achieve what I did. In addition to these birds in the mountains north of
Comares, during the past month we have even had singing :
Golden Orioles below us on our mountain and a visit to the
gorge at Alhama last week also produced more Oriole
singing and the odd sighting. Nearer to home, probably the
best local place to maybe see Golden Orioles is amid the
small spinneys opposite the petrol station between Puente
don Manuel and the Vinuela boundary. Be patient and

What else has been about this month? Certainly there are many Nightingales to be heard and

Turtle Doves are about in good numbers. Feeding over the hills are good numbers of both Barn

and Red-Rumped Swallows in addition to our House Martins and whilst most of the Swifts are of

the “Common” variety, there are also regular sig
chested Alpine Swift.

For those who wish to go further afield, there are still probably on excess of 30,000 Flamingos at
Fuente de Piedra and it promises to be a great breeding season if the water levels hold up.
Similarly, take a trip up the mountain road to Ventas de Zafarray, turn left immediately under
the old railway bridge and park at the new parking/picnic area on the old railway line. Leave
your car and walk up to the old tunnel and back and, under normal circumstances, you will
probably record at least ten species including Chough, Black Wheatear, Black Redstart, Blue
Rock Thrush, Crag Martin, both Swallows, all three Swifts, Stonechat, Rock Bunting and a
selection of finches and sparrows.

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TRAFFIC LAW IN SPAIN

New measures come into force on May 25 (according to the Typically Spanish web site).
Spai n’ s neawmesintaeffdctiocMay 28th after being approved at the end of last

year, and on Monday the Minister for the Interior, Alfredo Pérez Rubalcaba, warned that life will

be much more complicated for those drivers who do not pay their fines. Some parts of the

Spanish media are referring to the new | aw as th

Rubalcaba said the new law was easier and simpler and more just than before and he talked of
the discounts available for prompt payment several times. He said the plan was to reduce the
time between the infraction and the payment of the fine, which is now between five months and
two years, and to reach the 25% of drivers who have not been paying their fines by using
longwinded administrative tricks.

If you pay your fine within 15 days you can get a 50% discount, provided you undertake to
make no appeal. The main points of the new law are as follows.

1-The withdrawal of the driver’s | icence, whi ch ¢
serious infractions, will be cancelled. Under the old law some 100,000 licences were withdrawn

every year.

2- The amount charged in fines will be made the same across the country, with a very serious
infraction priced at 500 €, a serious infraction

priced at 100 €.

3- Prison sentences will expire after four years has passed, and all the money collected in fines
will be ring-fenced to be spent on road safety.

4- The number of offences which result in points being taken from a drivers licence is reduced
from 27 to 20 as experience has shown that it makes no sense to have so many ways to lose
points.

1- Programming the GPS while driving will lose you points and is considered a serious fine

2- Having an unreadable number plate will not lose any points but is a serious fine

3- Parking in spaces reserved for disabled drivers will also be a serious fine

4- Allowing a person without a licence to drive your vehicle will not lose points but is a serious
fine

5- For driving without lights and reflective elements in bicycles is the lowest fine and loses no
points.

Although the new law comes into effect on May 25 the new computer systems which will handle
the fines will not be operational until November 25. From that date onwards you will be able to
be informed of your fine by email or SMS message, and instead of being published in the
provincial bulletins the fines will be published instead on a webpage.

This is the third revision of the Ley de Trafico approved by the Zapatero Government, and
Rubalcaba said there will be no more changes. The Ministry of the Interior is to send a letter to
the 25 million Spanish drivers to inform them of the changes with a leaflet which contains the
main details.

When a marriage ends, it has a number of effects on the lives of the entire f&indtly, there is the
effect on relationships; the physical separation of couple, and if they are parents with children, this
will mean that the children will be deprived living with one of the parents, who will only be

granted visitation rights. Secondly, all marital breakdowns affect the household economy
negatively.

From the moment the parents live apart, there is a need for new housing for one of the parents that
no longer has access to the family home. In addition, in most cases, maintenance must be paid to
the parent caring for the child. This means that in most cases (excluding the minority of families that
have more than one dwelling, and a high income) the satea couple can face serious financial
hardship, especially the parent paying maintenance for the child or children.

It is normal that the family home, which usually belongs to both spouses, has a mortgage. Following
separation or divorce, the use of thiamily residence is normally awarded to one parent, whilst
common ownership is maintained, pending a settlement of the entire estate of the couple. Until
there is such a settlement, both parents are obliged to share the joint expenses. So in sheg,aunle
judge orders otherwise, both spouses would be required to pay the mortgage. It is a very common
situation as a result of marital breakdown, one parent (mostly the husband), is in the position of
having to procure a home and pay for it, pay a pensiotihe children and also help pay the

mortgage on the family home.

Without wanting to discuss at this time the justice or injustice of these types of situations, the truth
is that it is a widespread reality, and a consequence of the legal system, tlaatsrtieat marital
breakdowns can lead to economic problems for the separated couple. The judge is attempting to
protect the best interests of children whilst dealing with the complexities of a shared estate.

It is advisable that joint assets such as thmily home, should be sold and liquidated as soon as the
couple divorce, as then the situation can be dealt with more equally with the couple and also this
can minimise the economic impact of only one parent having access to the family home, (normally
the mother) and the other parent having greater disposable income (usually the father). The courts
will try and balance these issues when considering the maintenance payable for the children.
Although traditionally, the family home would not be sold if theldren were under age,owadays,

it is more common for the courts to encourage the parents to liquidate assets as soon as possible,
unless otherwise agreed between the parties. This is a more practical and fair solution and can
reduce the economic impact divorce. Yet the reality is, it is very difficult to sell a home at the
moment and many couples are being forced to carry the additional burden of a family home and a
secondary home.

PROBLEMS WITH YOUR POST?

Those of you who have lived in Spain for a number of years may have experienced problems in
receiving your post at one time or another and blamed it on Correos.

However, before jumping to this conclusion, it is important to remember that due to re-
development in certain areas, some addresses are changing or have changed already, whether it
be the house number or street name. As the Department for Work and Pensions and
Department of Health may need to contact you from time to time, make sure you know your
correct address and update the UK authorities accordingly.

WHAT IS EMPLOYMENT SUPPORT ALLOWANCE (ESA)?

ESA is a UK benefit for people who cannot work due to illness or disability. It was introduced in
October 2008 to replace incapacity benefit for new applicants.

The focus of ESA is different to that of incapacity benefit. Rather than looking at what a person
cannot do, the emphasis is on providing support to help the customer back into appropriate
work, if they are able. ESA involves a medical assessment called a Work Capability Assessment
which looks at what the person can do and the personalised support they require.

If you suffer from an illness or disability that affects your ability to work, and you have worked
in the UK in the last 3 years, you may be entitled to ESA. Contact the International Pension
Centre on 0044 191.218.7122 for details on how to apply.

However, if you last worked in Spain, you could be entitled to Spanish benefit. Apply at your
local INSS office (www.seg-social.es ) making sure you include all periods of work in the UK on
your application form

EHIC (HEALTH CARD) UPDATE

There has been some confusion around the new process for
applying for the EHIC and the nature of its use. Please be assured
that, if you are registered for healthcare as stated above, you are
now entitled to the UK-issued card and do not need to return it t o
the Department of Health. Also remember that this card is only for
use when you are on a temporary visit outside your country of
residence and is not for use in Spain. Your normal medical cover in Spain is not affected in any
way.

If you are experiencing problems in getting your UK-issued EHIC, please contact the Overseas
Healthcare Team on 0044. 191.218.1999

Those of you who are resident in Spain and registered for healthcare under an E121 or E109
form, and your dependants, should now be aware that as from 1st May you apply to the UK for
your European Health Insurance Card, rather than to Spain.
