                            CAT:  
 
1) Pick cat up and cradle it in the crook of your left arm as if holding a baby. Position right forefinger and thumb on 
either side of cat's mouth and gently apply pressure to cheeks while holding pill in right hand. As the cat opens mouth 
pop pill into mouth. Allow cat to close mouth and swallow.  
 
2) Retrieve pill from floor and cat from behind sofa. Cradle cat in left arm and repeat process.  
 
3) Retrieve cat from bedroom, and throw soggy pill away.  
 
4) Take new pill from foil wrap, cradle cat in left arm holding rear paws tightly with left hand. Force jaws open and push 
pill to back of mouth with right forefinger. Hold mouth shut for a count of ten.  
 
5) Retrieve pill from goldfish bowl and cat from top of wardrobe. Call spouse from garden.

T here is quite a nice alignment of Venus, Uranus and Mercury around the middle of the month. This diagram shows 
the positions on 13 April just before dawn.  

Venus will be very easy to identify as a very bright ‘morning star’. Mercury is seldom seen by most people because it’s 
so close to the Sun, but here is a chance to pick it out in the morning twilight. It will be fairly close to the horizon, so if 
you have a good view to the East, here’s your chance.  
If you tried to find Uranus back in November but couldn’t find it, try this opportunity. As the morning comes in it will 
become more difficult to see, so start around 06:00 while it’s still dark.

Mercury is the closest planet to the 
Sun, and orbits it in 88 days. To see it 
the Sun has to be below the horizon. 
You might think that would make it easily visible, first 
in the mornings and then 44 days or so later, in the 
evenings. But it’s orbit is inclined by about 7 degrees 
to the ecliptic, so it’s often below the horizon when the 
Sun is still above. However, this month is one of those

Solution to Burning Rope. The solution to this puzzle 
lies in realising that although the ropes are uneven, if lit 
from both ends, either will burn in half the time.
